An acoustical analysis has been completed for the Sanctuary at St. Andrew Kim Korean
Catholic Church based on the meeting and acoustical measurements of 16 August 2006.

This memorandum summarizes the results of the site inspection, acoustical measurements,
calculations, and describes options for acoustical modifications

Description of Problems

Congregation members describe the Sanctuary as overly reverberant for worship resulting in
poor speech intelligibility from the sound system.

Site Observations

The Sanctuary is a large square-shaped space with both Altar and Narthex on opposite
diagonals. At the left and right extremes, the room is 125'-6" and 82-0" front to rear. The ceiling is
33'-0" through the center of the room reaching upwards of 60'-0" at a skylight over the Altar. The
ceiling slopes at the sides to 14'-0". Above the Narthex is a choir loft with an opening 13'-0" in width
and 15'-0" in height. The room volume is estimated at 227,000 ft3.

Acoustical Design Criteria

The Sanctuary reverberation time is recommended to be approximately 1.6 seconds in the
speech frequency range with one-half the seats occupied.

Acoustical Measurements and Results

Measurements of the reverberation time were performed at six (6) locations in the Sanctuary.
A Norsonic NOR-118 sound analyzer with a Norsonic Type 1201 preamplifier and Type 1233 diffuse
field microphone were used to collect reverberation time and sound level data. The sound analyzer and
microphone were calibrated with a Norsonic Type 1251 acoustical calibrator prior to and after
performing the acoustical measurements. For all measurements, the microphone was positioned 4'-0"
above the floor level.

The measured reverberation time data were averaged between the 250 and 2,000 Hz octave
frequency bands. As measured, the room reverberation time is 2.7 seconds in the unoccupied Sanctuary.
Half occupancy will reduce the reverberation time to 2.4 seconds. Therefore, room reverberation will
need to be reduced 0.8 seconds to attain the design criterion.

Acoustical Modifications

The modifications described below are proposed to improve room acoustic conditions.
Acoustical wall panels are necessary to control sound reflections from rear walls, while acoustical
ceiling tiles will reduce reverberation time in the Sanctuary resulting in higher speech intelligibility.
Modifications are prioritized in the following order and shown on attached interior elevation drawings.
The numbers below refer to installation phases.

1. Phase 1. Install 2-inch thick RPG "BAD" acoustical wall panels to House Left wall,
extending from 4'-0" above finished floor to 9'-0" above finished floor, just below the
HVAC linear diffuser. Panels should be 38'-0" feet abutting the rear wall corner extending
to House Left corner of Sanctuary. Panels should be planned for 100 percent coverage. The
panel area is approximately 190 ft2. (RPG, Inc., Tel: 301-249-0044, Web:
WwWWw.rpginc.com)

Install 2-inch thick RPG "BAD" acoustical wall panels to House Left Rear wall, extending
from 4'-0" above finished floor to 9'-0" above finished floor to match with panel described
above. Panels should be 6'-0" abutting rear wall corner and extending towards center of
wall. Panels should be planned for 100 percent coverage. The approximate panel area is 30
ft2.

Likewise, install 2-inch thick RPG "BAD" acoustical wall panels to House Right Rear wall,
extending from 4'-0" above finished floor to 9'-0" above finished floor to match with panel
described above. Panels should be 6'-0" abutting rear wall corner extending to center of
wall. Panels should be planned for 100 percent coverage. The approximate panel area is 30
ft2.

Install 2-inch thick RPG BAD acoustical wall panel above double doors and single door
adjacent to Crying Room at House Right Rear of Sanctuary. Panels should extend from top
of door frames, 7'-0" above finished floor to 9'-0" above finished floor. Panels should be
10'-0" in width abutting panel on left and extending over doors. Panels should be planned
for 1 00 percent coverage. The total panel area is 20 ft2.

Install 2-inch thick RPG BAD acoustical wall panel above Crying Room window and door
in the House Right Rear of Sanctuary. Panels should extend from top of door and window
heads, 7'-0" above finished floor to 9'-0" above finished floor, just below the HVAC linear
diffuser. Panels should be 18'-0" in width, abutting panel to the right, and planned for 100%
coverage. Total panel area is 36 ft2.

Phase 2. Install 2-inch thick RPG "BAD" acoustical wall panels above and behind the Choir
Loft in the Balcony. Panels should extend from 4'-0" above finished floor to 11'-0" above
finished floor, and be 12'-0" wide, centered on the rear balcony front wall. The panels should
be planned for 100 percent coverage. The panel area is approximately 84 ft2.

Install 2-inch thick RPG "BAD" acoustical wall panels to the front of the Balcony below
the rail. The panels should be I'-0™ in height centered on the rail and extend 16'-0" centered
between the organ speakers. The panels should be planned for 100 percent coverage. The
panel area is approximately 16 ft2.

Phase 3. Install 2-inch thick RPG BAD acoustical wall panels between window casings in
the Front Right and Front Left of Sanctuary. Panel areas are recommended to be 4-feet by
4-feet, 4-feet by 8-feet, and 4-feet by 12-feet. Panels should be typical both walls. Total
panel area is approximately 120 ft?. See attached drawing for placement.

Phase 4. Replace some of the GWAB tile at the ceiling with acoustical ceiling tile of identical
type as existing acoustical ceiling tile. The manufacturer and model number of the ceiling
tile is likely marked on the back of the ceiling tile. Alternately, the ceiling tile distributor
(see below) should be able to identify the ceiling tile based on an inspection of a sample
tile. The existing acoustical ceiling tile can be kept in place, unless a similar color and style
match cannot be found. Another factor that may recommend the existing acoustical ceiling
tile be replaced is the paint finishes from the existing and new ceiling tiles may not match.
Two options are provided for the acoustical ceiling tile modification.

Option #1 is to replace GWB tile from the centerline of the Sanctuary rearward. This option
will require approximately 2000 ft?> of acoustical ceiling tile, or 500 tiles. Resulting
reverberation time, assuming the acoustical wall panel modifications described above are
made will be 1.8 seconds, slightly higher than the acoustical design goal.

Option #2 is to replace all GWB tile at 33'-0" above finished floor and lower, extending to
the front side walls in addition to the area covered by Option #1. This modification will
require approximately 4050 ft? of acoustical ceiling tile, or approximately 1013 tiles. The
reverberation time, assuming the acoustical wall panels described above are installed will
be 1.6 seconds.
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While Option #2 will result in lower reverberation that increases speech intelligibility in the
room, Option #1 will be adequate and provides a measure of economy, both in ceiling tile
costs and ease of installation.

Since the Church is purchasing the materials directly, there is only one local sales organization
(listed above) that you can purchase from, not three organizations to purchase from. You could
solicit bids from local contractors to buy and install the above acoustical products, but they will
purchase the acoustical materials from the above two companies.

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Sound System Modifications

Adjustments to the sound system may be necessary even with the above acoustical
modifications to improve the loudspeaker coverage. The following modifications are recommended:

1. Add athird loudspeaker column element to the left and right sides of the array. This will require
relocating the loudspeakers to clear the nearby lighting fixture.

2. Tilt the loudspeakers to provide more direct sound coverage for the congregation.

We recommend that you contact Mr. Keith Dorset (Dorset Sound & Communications,
Manassas, VA, (703) 335-1257, keith@dorsetsound.com) to provide the sound system modifications.

Conclusions

An acoustical analysis has been completed for the Sanctuary at St. Andrew Kim Korean
Catholic Church.

The Sanctuary when approximately one-half occupied has a reverberation time of 2.4 seconds,
resulting in poor speech intelligibility from the sound system.

Installing additional sound absorptive material will reduce reverberance and improve speech
intelligibility. Acoustical panels are recommended at the rear and side wall surfaces to control long-
delayed sound reflections. Replacing some of the gypsum board acoustical ceiling tiles with acoustical
ceiling tiles will further reduce room reverberance. A prioritized modification scheme has been
developed for the acoustical materials.

Modifications to the sound system loudspeakers are also recommended to improve direct sound
coverage for the congregation.
