We are accepting recommendations for Eucharistic

Ministers (Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion).

After the Second Vatican Council, the Congregation for
Divine Worship issued "Fidei Custos" in 1969, allowing
laypeople to serve as extraordinary ministers of Holy
Communion. The 1973 document "Immensae Carita-
tis" further clarified that bishops could appoint suita-
ble laypersons in their dioceses to distribute Holy
Communion. These ministers do not merely distribute
bread and wine but convey the Body and Blood of
Christ, helping communicants to encounter God. If you
know a parishioner suitable for this important role,
please complete a "Eucharistic Minister Recommen-
dation Form" available at the parish office and submit
it by September 22nd.

TWENTY-SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Gospel Mk 7:1-8, 14-15, 21-23

When the Pharisees with some scribes who had
come from Jerusalem

gathered around Jesus,

they observed that some of his disciples ate their
meals

with unclean, that is, unwashed, hands.
