66 The Baptism of Jesus: Beyond Your Understanding *?

The event of Jesus’ baptism by John in the River Jordan

has long stood at the center of theological reflection. That
the sinless One accepted a baptism intended for sinners,
followed immediately by the heavenly voice proclaiming,
“This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased,”
only deepens the mystery. The Church has understood this
scene not merely as a historical moment but as a salvific act
in which the Son of God personally enters into the human
condition marked by sin. This clearly distinguishes the
event from heretical interpretations such as Adoptionism,
which undermines Jesus’ divinity, or Docetism, which
denies His humanity.
John the Baptist’s startled reaction—*I need to be baptized
by you, and yet you come to me?’—is entirely under-
standable. His words underscore the paradox of a moment
that transcends human expectations and religious norms.

Yet Jesus’ response surpasses all human reasoning: “Allow
it now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.”
This is not merely an expression of humility but an affir-
mation that this act is essential to God’s plan of salvation.
John submits in obedience to this authoritative word.
This event offers us a vital insight. The Holy Spirit does not
guide us only along predictable paths shaped by human
custom or convention. At times, the Spirit works in ways
that overturn our assumptions in order to lead us along the
road most fitting for God’s redemptive purpose. To surren-
der ourselves to the movement of the Spirit—who often
works beyond the limits of human understanding—is itself
an act of obedience that draws us more deeply into God’s
saving work. The baptism of Jesus remains for us today
both a profound challenge and a source of enduring con-
solation as we seek to follow the will of God.
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
