é¢ Behold, the Lamb of God, ”
who takes away the sin of the world

The Gospels from the Solemnity of the Epiphany to this
Second Sunday in Ordinary Time progressively and clearly
reveal one truth: that the infant Jesus is the Messiah and
the beloved Son of God. This is testified to by the Magi on
the Solemnity of the Epiphany, by God the Father Himself
at the Lord’s Baptism, and by John the Baptist in today’s
Gospel. This continuous witness shows that the theme of
the Christmas season—the manifestation of God’s glory,
the Epiphany—is ongoing.

Today, John the Baptist looks at Jesus and proclaims,
“Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the
world” (John 1:29). The Lambis the sign of God who
saved Israel, signifying the sacrifice that removes sin
through death. Jesus is this very Lamb, the one who bears
our sins and leads us to salvation. This is the deepest ex-
pression of God’s love.

Furthermore, John the Baptist testifies, “I saw the Spirit
come down like a dove from heaven and remain upon him.
... Now I have seen and testified that he is the Son of
God” (John 1:32, 34). The sign that the Holy Spirit is pre-
sent is intrinsically linked to the loving act of taking away
the world’s sin. Ultimately, the life of faith begins with
embracing our own crosses in love, just as Jesus bore the
burden of sin to remove it. Even if this path is currently
heavy and arduous, God’s glory is revealed on it. The Holy
Spirit will descend upon us, and we will hear the voice
from heaven: “This is my beloved Son, with whom I am
well pleased.” A life pleasing to God is a great comfort and
blessing to merely contemplate. In this grace, may we walk
the 2026 journey of faith together with joy.
