The Joy of a New Life ”

“For Christ did not send me to baptize but to preach the
gospel, and not with the wisdom of human eloquence, so
that the cross of Christ might not be emptied of its mean-
ing.” (1 Corinthians 1:17)

The early Christian community in Corinth was divided.

They quarreled among themselves, saying, “I belong to
Paul,” “I belong to Apollos,” or “I belong to Cephas.”
They focused too much on the one who had baptized them,
missing the essential meaning of baptism itself: a new birth
in Christ. St. Paul was saddened by this division. He re-
minds us that baptism is not the destination; it is the start-
ing point of grace, leading us into a “new life.”
The Gospel is not proclaimed through impressive human
speech. It is proclaimed through a life transformed by bap-
tism—a “new life.” Just as St. Paul became a completely
new person after meeting Jesus on the road to Damascus,

we, too, are called to embrace a truly new way of life after
becoming Christians. The Gospel is powerfully announced
to the world not just by our words, but by the tangible evi-
dence of our changed lives.

Therefore, our pride should not rest in the empty affiliation
of saying, “I belong to this person” or “that parish.” In-
stead, our testimony should sound like this: “See how
Christ has made me new!” “Look! By the grace of the Lord,
I have cast off my old habits!”

When testimonies rooted in a transformed life overflow
within our community—when we witness the Gospel
through our actions rather than mere words, and when we
show unity instead of division—then, truly, our communi-
ty will overflow with genuine joy.
