Even God Chooses to Work “Together”

The Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity reveals who God
truly is. The Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit are three
distinct Persons, yet one God. Though this mystery is diffi-
cult to fully understand, the Trinity is not a puzzle to solve
but a revelation of divine love. God is all-powerful, yet never
alone, living eternally in perfect love and communion.

That love is revealed in our salvation. The Father so loved
the world that He sent His only Son. The Son gave Himself
completely for us upon the Cross. The Holy Spirit continues
to bring the grace of salvation alive within our hearts today.
Our salvation is the work of the Holy Trinity acting together
in perfect love.

The mystery of the Trinity also shows us how to live. We

often think it is easier and faster to do everything alone. Yet
God Himself works “together.” Families, parishes, and the
Church grow only

when people respect one another, practice patience, and
work together. When we pray together, rejoice together, and
even weep together, we remain within the life of God.
Whenever we make the Sign of the Cross and say, “In the
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit,”
we renew our commitment to live in God’s love and unity.
Today, may we set aside the spirit of “me alone” and em-
brace the spirit of “together.” Love does not diminish us; it
makes us one in God, and there the Kingdom of God quietly
begins.
