This Week, Pull One Weed

In today’s Gospel, Jesus seems to be talking about seeds,
but He is really talking about soil. The seed is the same for
everyone. Yet some people bear abundant fruit, while oth-
ers do not. The difference is not the seed—it is the condi-
tion of the soil that receives it.

Good soil needs nourishment, water, and regular care.
The same is true in our spiritual lives. Prayer, Scripture,
and the Eucharist are the living water that nourishes our
souls. Expecting spiritual growth without them is like try-
ing to grow a garden in the middle of a desert.

But water alone is not enough. Every good gardener
knows that weeds must be pulled.

Our hearts grow weeds too—worry, resentment, jealousy,
impatience, and self-centeredness.

The trouble is that weeds often grow faster than the seeds
we want to cultivate.

So here is a simple challenge for this week: pull one weed.
Replace one complaint with gratitude, one resentment
with forgiveness, or one worry with prayer.

The seed is already there. Make a little more room for
God, and you may be surprised by the fruit He brings forth.
